
 

     

Quite often I get people asking me test questions; not 
because they particularly want to know about the faith 
but because they want to know where I stand. Am I in 
their eyes sufficiently catholic to pass muster or 
sufficiently reformed to meet with their standards? 

I suppose, that point is that people want to know if I 
am on their side: whether I am likely to be an ally or 
an adversary. Actually, as a parish priest I am there to 
support everyone. Indeed, more than that, I am 
supposed to love everyone – whether I like them or 
not. 

Samuel Crossman’s Passiontide hymn has these 
words:  

My song is love unknown, 
My Saviour's love to me; 

Love to the loveless shown, 
That they might lovely be. 

These words tell of Jesus’ love for each one of us, 
and they are a reminder to me of those times when I 
fail to show love and generosity of spirit to others.  

In our Gospel reading the Chief priests and elders 
wanted to trip Jesus up. But it was Jesus who 
revealed their true motives, their failure to show love 
towards someone with whom they disagreed.
